First Reading: Exodus 17:1-7

TAll the congregation of the people of Israel moved on from the
wilderness of Sin by stages, according to the commandment of the LORD,
and camped at Rephidim, but there was no water for the people to drink.
Therefore the people quarreled with Moses and said, “Give us water to
drink.” And Moses said to them, "Why do you quarrel with me?2 Why do
you test the LORD?"” 3But the people thirsted there for water, and the
people grumbled against Moses and said, “Why did you bring us up out of
Egypt, to kill us and our children and our livestock with thirste” 4So Moses
cried to the LORD, “What shall | do with this people?

15The woman said to him, “Sir,
give me this water, so that | will not be thirsty or have to come here to
draw water.” 1¢Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.”
7The woman answered him, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You

are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; 'éfor you have had five husbands,
and the one you now have is not your husband. What you have said is
frue.” "The woman said to him, “Sir, | perceive that you are a prophet.
200ur fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is
the place where people ought to worship.” 21Jesus said to her, “Woman,
believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in
Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22You worship what you do not
know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23But the
hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the
Father in spirit and tfruth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship
him. 24God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and
truth.” 25The woman said to him, I know that Messiah is coming (he who is
called Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all things.” 2¢Jesus said to her,
“I who speak to you am he.” [?/Just then his disciples came back. They
marveled that he was talking with a woman, but no one said, “What do
you seeke” or, “Why are you talking with here” 2850 the woman left her
water jar and went away into town and said to the people, 2"Come, see
a man who told me all that | ever did. Can this be the Christ2” 30They went
out of the town and were coming to him.

Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of the
woman's testimony, “He told me all that | ever did.” 49So when the
Samaritans came to him, they asked him to stay with them, and he stayed
there two days.
